	An earlier version of the CRF Excel workbook was used for the 15.04.05 submission, and that version contained formula errors (from the FCCC).  These errors have been corrected in the most recent version of the UK CRF.

For years 1990-2002, Table 5B cells C35, D35 and C37 were modified as follows:  e.g. C 35, SUM(O29/44/12) changed to SUM(O29/(44/12))
